  FROM THE DESK OF FATHER DAN
THE NEW COVENANT

   The scripture lesson of the day is one of the most beautiful units to be found anywhere--not only anywhere in the Bible, but in all of human literature. "Behold, the days are coming," Jeremiah announces on God's behalf, "when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and the house of Judah."  (Jeremiah 31:31)

   When God gave Moses the Law at Sinai, it was engraved on stone, which was really rather impressive and certainly symbolic. But in the great day that was coming, law books would be unnecessary and commandments of stone obsolete. Why? Because in the new day, God would write the law on the hearts of the people and not on tablets of stone.  Jeremiah reported that God was saying, "I will be their God, and they shall be my people." (Jeremiah 31:33)  The change that was coming would be so complete that there would no longer be need for teachers to teach the law. There would be no need for anyone to say, "Know the Lord," because everyone would know the Lord, "from the least of them to the greatest." Finally there are these consoling words:  “I will forgive their inequity and I will remember their sin no more.” (Jeremiah 31:34)  Not only will God forgive our sins, God will forget them.  It will be as though they never existed.
