  FROM THE DESK OF FATHER DAN
FOLLOWING JESUS TO GLORY

  On Palm Sunday we begin the journey of Holy Week, the week that commemorates how Jesus willingly chose to suffer and die so that we can receive God's gift of salvation. This is a period when we have the opportunity to reflect upon our lives and how we have used the great gift of free will.  What will we make of this week? Will it be like any other week, or will we choose to walk in solidarity with Jesus.  Jesus used His gift of free will to live for others. Jesus was never self-absorbed, but always gave of Himself so others would benefit.

  Jesus gave us the gift of free will, too, but he also showed us in word and action how to properly use it. Now the decision to follow or ignore the intended path is ours. Jesus does not command compliance. Rather He invites us to follow His journey, leading to death, but eventually to life eternal.

  Jesus' journey to death and resurrection must give us hope. It is a hope born in difficulty that says, despite the paradox, that life can come only from death. If we are willing to continue the Lenten journey with Jesus to the end, then we, too, will find good through evil, triumph through defeat, and life through death. Let us, therefore, continue our walk with Jesus; let us stay close to Him and in the process find life without end. Let us follow Jesus, to suffering and death, but eventually to resurrection and eternal life.
