HUMBLY WE PRAY

While God is clearly able to do anything, he is not always willing to do everything. When we pray, "Lord, Thy will be done," we concede that, perhaps, God will not act in ways that we think best.


Today's gospel story is about a humble leper, healed by Jesus, who clearly had a strong belief in Jesus' ability to help him. However, he did not presume that Jesus was necessarily willing to do so. As we see from this story, when we inquire about Jesus' willingness to act on our behalf, we discover a compassionate side to him that we may have never experienced before.


When the leper in today's story saw Jesus, he was apparently so driven by the possibility of healing that he ran to Jesus, begging for help. The leper's request has an unusual twist to it that we do not see very often in the scriptures. He said to Jesus, "If You are willing, You can make me clean."


The leper knew that Jesus had the power to heal, based on reports of other miracles. However, not wanting to be presumptuous, the leper humbly added the qualifier "If You are willing."


We should humbly imitate this attitude in our own prayers: remaining absolutely confident in God's ability to do anything for us, but leaving the answer totally in his hands. This is what it really means to pray in the will of God, even when God's will is dreadfully inconvenient, or even painful.


Jesus gives the former leper a very stern warning:  “See that you tell no one anything, but go, show yourself to the priest and offer for your cleansing what Moses prescribed; that will be proof for them.”  According to Old Testament law, the priest was the only one who could diagnose the disease, confirm proof of healing, and allow reintegration into the community.  Instead, the healed man began speaking freely, disobeying Jesus and spreading the news of what happened to him.  Because the man did not do as directed, there was no confirmation by the priest of the miracle, and skepticism about Jesus among the religious leaders grew.


So, what can we learn from the healed leper who didn't obey Jesus? First, we should say this in his favor: The man's non-presumptuous faith is something we should certainly model in our own spiritual journeys. Of course God can do anything--but whether he is willing to do one thing or another ultimately depends on the "big picture" of what he intends to accomplish: a complex tapestry of events which most of us cannot even begin to grasp.


Secondly, when the instructions of the Lord are clear, let us not deviate one tiny bit from what he has told us to do. There is never any legitimate excuse for disobedience, even experiencing the miraculous.


This week, let us be humble in our prayers, and precede most of them with the non-aggrandizing words, "Lord, if it be Thy will ...." We can still tell others about the significant work of God in our lives with energy and enthusiasm while remaining faithful to our marching orders.
