FROM THE DESK OF FATHER DAN

FORGIVE AND FORGET


When God forgives sins, He also forgets them.  God never holds them against us.


In our first reading from Isaiah and in other Old Testament passages we have God’s word on this:


“Remember not the events of the past, the things of long ago consider not; see, I am doing something new!… It is I, I who wipe out, for My own sake, your offenses; your sins I remember no more.”  Isaiah 43:18-19,  25


“And no longer shall each man teach his neighbor and each his brother, saying, ’Know the Lord,’ for they shall all know me from the least of them to the greatest, says the Lord; for I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their sin no more.”  Jeremiah 31:34


“In those days and at the time, says the Lord, iniquity shall be sought in Israel, and there shall be none; and sin in Judah, and none shall be found, for I will pardon those whom I leave as a remnant.”  Jeremiah 50:20


“Lo, it was for my welfare that I had great bitterness; but Thou (God) hast held back my life from the pit of destruction, for Thou has cast all my sins behind Thy back.”  Isaiah 38:17


“God will again have compassion upon us; he will tread our iniquities under foot.  Thou will cast all our sins into the depths of the sea.”  Micah 7:19


In today’s gospel, Jesus is clearly acting on this practice established by God in the Old Testament.  Jesus responds gladly to the faith of the paralytic, assuring him that his sins are forgiven then curing him of his paralysis.


We, too, in faith should ask for God’s healing, admitting to Him our helplessness, our inability to save ourselves from the evil that has paralyzed our spirit.  There could be times when we may not even want to be freed, even though we know in our minds that we are paralyzed. The most we can do is approach God with our minds, for our hearts have not yet been converted from the very desire to stay in our sin.  But if we ask God to do what we cannot, then God can begin the process of freeing us from whatever it may be over which we no longer have control.  Before long we begin to realize that something new is springing up in our lives, as the prophet Isaiah is eager to point out.  We are freed both from whatever it is that paralyzes us and from our own sinfulness, for at that point in our lives they can seem to have become so intertwined that we are incapable of sorting one from the other.  At that point today’s Gospel story has become our story.  Then, like the paralyzed man who is brought to Jesus by four friends, we find that the forces of life have indeed brought us to the One who heals, simply because we were incapable of bringing ourselves.  And, lowered into God’s presence, we are healed both of our sin and of what paralyzes our lives.


Jesus obtained forgiveness of our sins by His death on the cross.  When be repent of whatever we have done wrong, others may or may not remember our past, but as far as God is concerned, we have no reputation to live down.  Our sins of the past are not merely forgiven, they are forgotten.
