FROM THE DESK OF FATHER DAN

SPREAD THE GOOD NEWS


If we are friends of Christ, we need to introduce others to him.  Matthew's gospel, in the last chapter, has Jesus saying to his friends shortly after the resurrection, "Go, therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded.”  This means, of course, that if we wish to do our part in spreading the Good News of our Lord and Savior, we must intentionally go about the task.  We have his instructions to go into a world in misery and spread the wonderful Good News of God's love through Christ. We need to have a passion about it and not look upon it as someone else's duty.


In today’s second reading we read about St. Paul’s  great desire to share the Good News with others. Listen, for example, to these words from our 1 Corinthians reading:   "... To the weak I became weak, so that I might win the weak. I have become all things to all people, that I might by all means save some.  I do it all," said the apostle, "for the sake of the gospel, so that I may share in its blessings."


Obviously Paul had a burning concern for everyone to know about God's immeasurable love and all of the blessings that reality could bring to them. "I believed, and so I spoke," he once said. He went on to say to the Corinthians, "... we speak, because we know that the one who raised the Lord Jesus will raise us also with Jesus and will bring us with you into his presence. Yes, everything is for your sake, so that grace, as it extends to more and more people, may increase thanksgiving, to the glory of God."


He wanted everyone to be as enthusiastic about God's great love as was he. He decided to pay any cost in order to tell the story to anyone who would listen.


That is precisely what he did and it cost him greatly. Think of the physical assaults alone on him. He was beaten, stoned, persecuted, arrested, imprisoned and eventually beheaded (according to tradition). Even so, he would have said, "Telling the glorious Good News of God's saving love was worth every price I had to pay, including dying for the mission."


Whatever price any of us have paid, including our time, talent, financial resources and so forth, seems very small in comparison to what each of the apostles paid to advance the Gospel.  Even if standing up for Jesus is hurtful to us, it will in God's good time bring blessings. Did not our Lord say, "Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness' sake, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven"?  That is a comforting thought indeed considering the rejection we may receive when we remain true to the Lord.


Witnessing to the Good News of Christ and the Kingdom of God begins with prayer and a willingness of those of us who are committed to the Lord to show love and caring to those about us.  We will encounter people in need of the assurance that God cares immensely and has a plan for their lives, a purpose for their existence.  We need to tell them that they can have a meaningful, joyous life under the direction of God when they surrender the totality of their lives to Christ.
