BAD NEWS AND GOOD NEWS


For several years a dramatic, unconventional preacher, John the Baptizer, had been stirring up the nation of Israel. It's hard to imagine the kind of excitement he generated when one realizes that John was working without the benefit of television, newspapers or Internet. But he had that other, older method of communication working for him, which is still probably the most powerful of all: word of mouth. So the people flocked to hear John. As the crowds grew, a question grew with them: Who, exactly, and what, exactly, was this John? Was he a prophet? Or perhaps, the prophet? Or was he even the Messiah?


And John answered always that he was nothing more than an advance man, someone who was to do nothing other than to introduce the main Person. I'm simply preparing the way, John said, for this greater one; and I'm not even qualified to tie on his sandals.


Then one day an unknown carpenter from Nazareth appeared, and John said, "This is the one." Soon thereafter John was arrested for speaking out too boldly about the sins of a local politician. Now the carpenter that John had announced and baptized, Jesus of Nazareth, stepped out and began to teach and preach.


And what did he say, this one whom John had said was so uniquely significant? John had said that this person would baptize people not with water, but with the very Spirit of God. John had said that his own only purpose was to introduce this young man from Nazareth. So of course we want to know what this new preacher-prophet will say. Without a doubt, his message will take our breath away.


That's where our text of the day begins. We're told that Jesus came to Galilee "proclaiming the good news of God." Wonderful! I'm sure that the first century world had its full array of marketplace hucksters, second-rate politicians, and snake oil salesmen, so they had heard plenty of counterfeit good news. But now, at last, here was someone with good news from God!


And what is the "good news"? The biblical writer goes on to tell us. The good news is that "the time is fulfilled" - that is, the waiting is over - and "the kingdom of God has come near." This is the good news the Jews had been waiting to hear. In fact, they'd been waiting for at least 600 years, and perhaps even more. They thought this would mean the end of oppression by enemy nations. There had been a long stream of such oppressors - the Babylonians, the Persians, the Greeks and now the Romans. So if, indeed, the kingdom of God was near, that was - for sure! - good news.


But then there's the bad news. "Repent, and believe in the good news." There's the bad news, that little six-letter word: Repent. Out before us lie the wondrous riches of the kingdom of God, but the only way one can get into that wonderful territory is through a very, very narrow gate, called repentance. And that's a gate all of us avoid if at all possible. Several years ago a popular television sitcom showed a husband trying to tell his wife that he had been wrong, and that he was sorry. He agonized over the word, choked on it, seemed nearly at the point of death before at last he could stutter it out: "I'm sorry."


There's an interesting, very simple sequence in the words of Jesus. "Repent, and believe in the good news." We're not really ready to hear the good news or to understand it or to believe it until we get some of the garbage out of our minds and hearts. Most of us wish we had more faith; we want to believe. But in truth, our hearts and minds are too cluttered with the stuff of daily living to leave any room for faith. We need a grand, internal house cleaning. And the name of that house cleaning is simple: Repent.
