FROM THE DESK OF FATHER DAN

YOU TOO CAN BE A PROPHET


Today's sermon is titled, "You Too Can Be a Prophet," and it is possible to read that as a mockery of the biblical prophets, as if to say, any Tom, Dick or Harry, or for that matter, any Sally, Ann or Jane, can hang out a shingle as a prophet of the Lord. But the title is not meant to belittle the biblical prophets. Rather it is to say that anytime we declare our confidence that God is with us no matter what, we are being prophetic.
Although the prophets were certain of God's faithfulness, they never talked of God as though he were just hanging around waiting for someone to call on him in time of need. They knew that God was not a servant of humankind, available at their beck and call. In fact, the prophets had a sense that God was not at all times equally accessible to human beings. Isaiah, for example, preached, "Seek the LORD while he may be found, call upon him while he is near.” When the prophets said, "Thus saith the Lord ...," they meant "God is speaking right now, so right now is the time to respond." They understood that God controls the lines of approach, and that there are events in the tides of our lives that make us suddenly aware that God has opened those approaches. Those times especially call for response. This was not a contradiction in their belief that God is always with us, but it was a recognition of how we mortals can miss the blessing and help of God by not responding in those hours when God is directly calling us.


Another common theme of the prophets, of course, was that God holds people accountable for how they live. There was judgment in their messages, a reminder that sinning has consequences, but generally it was judgment calling for repentance, so that the relationship between individuals and God could be restored.


So to sum up, the prophets proclaimed the faithfulness of God, the importance of acting in the special times when God opens the approaches, and the need to repent and return to God.


When we do those things, we too are being prophetic.


But one other thing the biblical prophets had in common: They were usually heard as the voice of dissent in their cultures, voices against the mainstream. They were the ones saying, "If only you gave God his due, this is how wonderful life could be." The audiences, though sometimes agreeing that the prophet was right, generally didn't put much energy into responding, and so the prophets often went unheeded and sometimes were even persecuted. Their lives were not easy, but they were the ones who knew where deliverance lies for people trapped by sin or despair.


And so do we. You and I may not be called to go out on the streets and preach, but if we believe that God is faithful to us no matter what and that he gives opportunities for us to respond to him, then we can be prophets too - not foretelling the future, but telling forth the message that the past, the present and the future all belong to God, who will not fail.


The prophets were usually called to be the voice of God to nations. We can be prophetic on a more personal level, living in the prophetic confidence and telling our family and friends that God is the Lord of life, and that he calls everyone to him.


And we can urge them to listen when the Lord comes near to them. When we do so, we are being true prophets of the Lord.
