   FAITH AND TRUST
   In today’s gospel two miracle stories are sandwiched together.  First there is the story of Jairus and his twelve-year-old daughter at the beginning and end of the gospel.  Then in the middle is the story of the woman who has suffered a chronic illness for twelve years.  But together, the stories of Jairus and his daughter along with the chronically ill woman give us a taste of the goodness of the Lord as together we move from fear to faith.

   Here Jesus commends two people for their faith.  “Daughter, your faith has saved you,” our Lord says to the woman who reaches out to Him.  And to Jairus, now ready to bury his daughter, Jesus says, “Do not be afraid, just have faith.”  It is in Jesus’ very response that people wonder if this is the secret to receiving miracles, to tasting the goodness of the Lord:  having enough faith.  However, when we put the focus on our faith, the questions begin:  If I believe hard enough will my prayers be answered?   Is my faith strong enough?  Is it deep enough?  Is it enough to finally save and rescue me?   But asking those questions draws us away from God and toward relying on our own ability to receive goodness and grace.

   When we long for miracles in our lives or the lives of our family and friends, when we know that the way things are is not the way God desires them to be, it helps to remember that even Jesus prayed for a miracle on the night before He died.  In the garden of Gethsemane, Jesus begged the Father to free Him from what was about to happen the next day on Friday.  But the cross remained.

   Did Jesus lack faith because His prayer in Gethsemane went unanswered?  Hardly.  Yet surely a miracle happened that night at Gethsemane.  In His praying, Jesus trusted the power of God more than He trusted His own.  That is always a miracle, when we trust that God is God and we are not.  That is our task.  The rest is held in the hand of God.

Free your mind from all that troubles you, God will take care of things.  You will be unable to make haste in this (choice) without, so to speak, grieving the heart of God, because He sees that you do not honor Him sufficiently with holy trust.  Trust in Him, I beg you, and you will have the fulfillment of what your heart desires.
