FROM THE DESK OF FATHER DAN
TO BE CHRIST-LIKE

   In today’s gospel, Jesus drives out the moneychangers and merchants who are doing business in the temple:  “Take these things away; you shall not make my Father’s house a house of trade.” (John 2:16) Here John shows Jesus as the One who reclaims the Father's house for its intended purpose--the worship and glorification of the Father.

   Most of us wish that Jesus would come and do to the temple of our faith what He did to the Temple of Israel’s faith, cast out what doesn’t belong.  We wish we could be holy, that we could love better, care better, have more compassion, patience and generosity.  We wish that we could be more Christ-like.

   Following Jesus isn't synonymous with being Jesus, of course, but it does mean taking Jesus as the primary model for our character, morality and spirituality. Thus, if we are going to try to be Christ-like, it is important for us to understand what Christ-like means.

   Looking at the kindness, humility and voluntary suffering of Jesus, we might conclude that Christ-like means being a doormat for others. Yet that is not what Jesus did. This temple incident, while perhaps more extreme than some of His other actions, is not out of character for Jesus. In fact, it is exactly within His mission of calling people to live holy lives following the holy God. Given that, Jesus could not let the moneychangers in the temple business go unchallenged.

   Would we really want a Lord who didn't care when we misused the things God has given us? Would we really want a Jesus who didn't challenge the wrong that we do? Would we really want a Jesus who tolerated our sins? Is that a Jesus we would want to worship and take as a model?

   The reality of Jesus is the One who calls us to righteousness and to stop doing wrong and who tells us to love our enemies and to honor the Father by the way we live.

   Striving to be Christ-like is something every Christian should do, but let's be sure we aren't giving the word "Christ-like" our own convenient definition that omits the essence of commitment and cross-carrying.

   Reading the gospels carefully and frequently is an important spiritual exercise, for if we are serious about being like Jesus, we need to be well-informed about who Jesus is, and we need to understand the challenge that is implied in the call to be Christ-like.

   Let us be Christ-like as we seriously work to model our lives on Christ Jesus.
