MAKING THE CUT

   “And if your hand causes you to sin, cut it off; it is better for you to enter life maimed than with two hands go to hell, to the unquenchable fire.”

   While we are certain that Jesus did not mean those words to be taken literally, the very rawness of the metaphor of cutting off your hand, of lopping off your foot and tearing out your eye reveals that He was talking about taking drastic measures--the equivalent of amputation--to avoid remaining in sin. If nothing else, it was a vivid way of saying that we must stop doing those things that harm ourselves and others.

   Though this may make it sound like we are in control of our own salvation, that we are to just stop sinning and thus save ourselves, that is not what the gospel says. It tells us to trust God and ask Him to forgive us, to invite Jesus to come into our lives. There is not one word about saving ourselves.

   Still, once we have turned to God, there is a good bit we can and should be responsible for. For example, if we get into trouble every time we are with certain people or in certain places, the remedy is not to pray that God will change that but to stop spending time with those particular people and in those particular places.

   Know that it is possible to let go of our old habits, behaviors and attitudes that have gotten us into trouble in the past.  We should pray for the courage to be ruthlessly honest with ourselves, to view clearly when we are trying to pretty something up rather than see it for what it is.  And we should pray for the ability to understand what things we can take responsibility for ourselves.  Know, also, that the church, as a community of faith, is here as a support group to help us cut off destructive behaviors and attitudes.            

   Again, while we are careful to point out that Jesus did not mean we should literally cut off our hand, we want to be sure we don’t let that explanation water down the stringency of what He was saying. He may not have meant these words literally, but He did mean we should literally do something about things that stand in the way of our really serving Him, we should literally do something about situations where we fear our behavior will betray Him.  And so doing is not as costly as the alternative: “. . . it is better for you to enter the kingdom of God with one eye than with two eyes to be thrown into hell, where the worm does not die and the fire is not quenched.”

I will meditate on Thy precepts, and fix my eyes on Thy ways.  I hold back my feet from every evil way, in order to keep Thy word.
