BLINDED FAITH
   Today’s gospel bids us to adopt the faith and determination of Bartimaeus, the blind beggar.  Bartimaeus’ faith was affected by his physical challenges.  He was blind and his faith was blinded.  He did not have blind faith, but rather blinded faith.  Blinded faith comes from need, from desperation, from pain and struggle and from injury, and Bartimaeus was both injured and desperate.  Bartimaeus believed Jesus could change his life, and with blinded faith, he cries out to Jesus.

   Those around Bartimaeus tried to quiet him and keep him away from Jesus.  But Bartimaeus refused to give in to the demands of the crowd to be silent.  Bartimaeus was intense about wanting to see. He was determined to get an answer from Jesus, and that was motivation enough to do whatever it took.  And because of his enthusiasm, he was heard by Jesus.  When told Jesus was calling him, Bartimaeus threw off his mantle and sprang up and came to Jesus. He didn’t fumble to his feet and walk with his head hanging down. He wasn’t embarrassed to have interrupted Jesus’ trek in front of all these people. In spite of all the protests, this blind beggar had made a scene in order to get an audience with Jesus.  He knew that most likely he would never get another chance. 

   Jesus said to him, “Go your way; your faith has made you well.”  And immediately he received his sight.  And unlike others whose healings are told about in scripture, Bartimaeus didn’t just disappear back into his previous existence; he followed in the way, the truth and the life of Jesus.  He wanted to see and experience life as Jesus did.

   It was his zeal that propelled Bartimaeus to be where he needed to be. Without such enthusiasm for his cause, he would have remained a poor, blind beggar.  Blinded faith grows out of the very core of a person.  It comes from pain and anguish.  It’s fed by rejection and loss.  Its basis is life’s experiences.  Blinded faith knows what it’s like to be without a home, to be deserted by friends, to have to fend for oneself.  When one approaches Jesus with blinded faith, there are no reservations, no doubts or fears, no mixed feelings.

   We have all been injured by life, whether such things as rejected love or gossip and rumors have inflicted the injury, or things as grave as a chronic illness or the death of a loved one, we carry the scars of life.  Bartimaeus’ injury was life-changing. And so was his cure. Jesus has proven again and again that He can change lives.  He has the power to mend what is broken and make whole what is incomplete.

   The life-changing grace of Christ is made available through the sacraments.  In the Eucharist, the sacrament of sacraments, it is not just God’s grace but Christ’s bodily presence which is made available.  This means that we have the same opportunity as Bartimaeus to ask with bold faith, in the presence of Jesus, for healing and growth in holiness.  Go with faith and without fear to receive the Jesus of peace and love.
