FROM THE HEART

   Not everything is as it seems to be at first sight. The Pharisees prided themselves on keeping the rules and assumed that this made them superior.  They were impressed with themselves because they kept the rules. Jesus, however, was not impressed by the moral measure that they used to justify themselves and to judge harshly those who failed to follow their example.

   The Pharisees were not intentionally evil.  In fact, they tried very hard to be “good,” as they understood it.  However, they had picked which rules were important, and they sometimes picked wrong.  Jesus was not one to mock tradition but neither was He one to give the human-made rules of His time priority over the timeless rules of God. 

   This interchange between Jesus and the Pharisees, along with Jesus’ admonition concerning what really makes us holy, offers an important consideration for all of us who call ourselves religious.  Like these Pharisees of old, we can easily interpret our adherence to tradition as closeness to God.  In fact, such adherence may not only enable us to judge ourselves as glowingly as the Pharisees did themselves, but also to overlook other things that are more critical to our being at one with God. This is why Jesus reminds us, even warns us, “It is not the one who says, ‘Lord, Lord’ who will attain the kingdom of God but rather the one who does the will of the Father in heaven.

   The Pharisees in this story had not only used a handful of man-made rules to justify themselves, they used these same rules as verbal missiles to pass judgment on others who may, in the long run, have been holier than the Pharisee could understand.  In focusing on these rules passed on by their forefathers, they had become blinded to the fact that they were ignoring the intent of the law of the Father. 

   Unfortunately, that is as easy for us to do as it was for them. And so Jesus reminds us today that it’s what is on the inside that matters.  It is not the image we present that says who we are.  Rather we are what is in the center of our being.  Our Christian faith is measured by how well we take into that center the values set before us by Jesus.
